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Significant Achievements:

Following are some of the important items of work done by the
Institute during theyear 2016-17.

1. The Institute successfully executed one " Radiating Element” for M/s. E.C.I.L,,
Hyderabad for their Antenna Products & SAPCOM Division which is a 3D
programmed component.

2. CITD developed one " Door frame” Die for M/s. SVS Hydraulics Pvt. Ltd., using P-20
material.

3. The Institute has designed, developed and manufactured “Roti-bot” for VNR
Vignyana Jyothi Institute of Engineering Technology under incubation start up. It
consists of three modules viz., (i) mixing, (ii) pressing & (iii) dispersing. Two
modules have been completed and tested. Third module is under progress.

4. CITD signed an MOU with M/s. Standard Fireworks Pvt. Ltd., Sivakasi and finalized
orders worth Rs.11.49 crores for machines for Automation processes for various
works and already received a single order for Rs.209.00 lakhs from the party for
fireworks display items viz., filling up of flower pots and packing, chakkar filling and
chakkar winding. The aim of the Project is to automate the flower pot chemical
filling process to protect the human beings from the hazardous work environment
and also increase the rate of production. This is the first of its kind in India with fully
indigenous technology. This automation process will reduce the hazardous work
environment. The Institute has successfully manufactured machine with 60 cones
per minute. The further additional work to achieve target rate of 123 cones is in
progress.
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The Institute has executed Contracts for Civil works for two Technology Centres at
Pudicherry and Pudi, Visakhapatnam in March, 2017.

The Institute completed all necessary preparatory to commence 54 NSQF Complied
Courses from April, 2017.

The Institute Conducted five (05) Special Training Programmes of three months

4. The Institute having filed an appeal with the Income Tax Department vide ITA no:
1563/Hyd/2014 for grant of registration under Section 12 AA of the Income Tax Act. The
same was allowed and granted exemption from being subject to Income Tax under Section
10(23C) (iiiab) of Income Tax Act 1961 . Hence, no liability accrues for Income Tax and
Deferred Tax Asset/Liability.
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5. Govt, of Andhra Pradesh has allotted 9.1 acres of land as gift to the Institute at the time of
inception. The registration of land in favour of the Institute is under process with State Govt.

6. Provision to be made for bad debts amounting to Rs. 16,79,251/- and debts outstanding for
more than six months Rs.4,99,418/- have been shown separately in the accounts and the
bad debts will be written off on obtaining the approvals from the Competent Authority. A
proposal for writing off is being prepared and submitted to Office of the Chairman, as per
directives given by Governing Council during its 91° meeting held on 28.09.2016.

7. The work in progress shown in Schedule 11 includes HAL Kanpur jobs worth Rs.20,05 lakhs,
Standard Fireworks orders amounting to Rs.182.75 Lakhs.

8. While WIP has been valued at cost, Finished Goods include orders completed, not cleared by
the customer, etc. These finished goods, most of them pertaining to the year 1991-98 will
be reviewed for their realisable value and then appropriate adjustment will be done in the
books in financial year 2015-16. A Committee has been formed for this assignment and
report will be expected in December 2017.

9. CITD has received Service Tax demand notice for Rs.2,98,23,767/- for the period 04/2010 to
03/2015 vide Order No. OIO No.HYDEXCUS004-COM-017-16-17 dated 27.07.2016 passed
by the Commissioner of customs, Central Excise and Service Tax, Hyderabad - IV
Commissionerate, Hyderabad. CITD has paid Rs.22,36,783 towards 7.5% of the Demand
amount and filed appeal against the said order.
